This is your opportunity to
take all the videos & pictures of your child that you want, as there will be absolutely NO
video or pictures taken during the recital.

e You may only film your child’s performances. If you plan to videotape any part of the
rehearsal, please complete a Rehearsal Video Taping Release Form available at the
front desk.




For those of you that will be at the rehearsal for an extended time, please do not eat or
drink with your costume on. The only place that food & drink is allowed is the “green”
room.

Only two family members with paid tickets to our Saturday show are allowed into the
rehearsal. If you have a guest that cannot attend Saturday, you can buy tickets for the
rehearsal show.

Street entrance)

STAGE OR BACKSTAGE. If food or drink is found, the studio will be required to
forfeit our deposit. This includes water.
